Latin Il, Form 11
Course Description

The study of Latin Il completes an overview of Latin grammar. It stresses the use of basic language skills of
vocabulary, grammar and more detailed readings and questions in Latin. Added skills are the ability to understand
Latin literature. The continued exposure to the classical root of the Romance languages increases the student’s
understanding of the cultural and linguistic bases of English.

mood of verbs
