Course Description
This course refreshes on the basic criteria of speech making. The students memorize the criteria (Gestures, Eye contact,
Voice, Accentuation, Memorization, Confidence, Dress, and Audience Member).

They will perform a summer story, “The Lion and the Mouse”, and a comedy in the first semester. They will perform
two fairy tales, fables, etc of their choosing in the second semester. The speeches must be between 4-6 minutes. This
will prepare them for the end of the year speech contest at Covington Latin School. Speech is held once a week. It is
graded only by semesters.
