
Group Volunteering Needs at Welcome House 
 
 
• Hunger Walk Participants:  Volunteers are needed to participate in the 

FreestoreFood Bank’s Annual Hunger Walk held on Memorial Day (May 
25th).  Welcome House receives food credit based on the number of 
walkers/runners we have participate in our name.  Please contact Ashley 
Walker at 859-431-8717 for more information. 

 
• Basement Organization: Volunteers are needed to help organize our 

donations.  This would include organizing food, clothing, and household 
items.  This can take place Monday through Friday between 9:00am and 
4:00pm. 

 
• Garden’s Store Organization: 4-5 volunteers are needed for about 2 

hours to help clean, stock, and organize the Garden’s Store.  Residents of 
the Gardens Apartments can “buy” household items using points they 
accumulate through activities.  This can take place Monday through Friday 
between 9:00am and 4:00pm. 

 
• Craft Activity Helpers: Volunteers are needed to run a craft activity for 

our women at Shelter.  Volunteers would need to bring all material needed 
for the craft.  Event can take place on a weekday evening from 7:00-
9:00pm. 

 
• Children’s Playgroup Helpers: Volunteers are needed to help run and 

participate in a playgroup for the children at Shelter.  Volunteers would 
need to bring their own crafts, games, etc. for school-aged children to play 
with.  The playgroup would be on a Tuesday or Wednesday evening from 
7:30-9:00pm. 

 
• Meal for our Shelter: Volunteers are needed to make a meal and bring it 

to our Shelter.  The meal needs to serve 30 people and include the 
following: 1 serving of meat, 2 servings of fruit and/or vegetables, and 1 
serving of bread.   

 
• Food and Hygiene Drive:  Our Shelter and Emergency Food Pantry are 

in desperate need of nonperishable food items and hygiene items.  We 
see an increased number of clients in the winter months and these items 
are always needed. 

 
• Gift Card Drive:  All of our clients are in need of gift cards to such places 

as Wal-Mart, gas stations, or bus passes.  These items are needed for 
day-to-day travel and other activities.  Gift card amounts should not 
exceed $25.
